TOURNAMENT FORMAT: Teams will be blindly drawn into pools.

Teams will begin with pool play (maximum of five teams per pool
and a minimum of four). The top two teams in each pool will
advance tahe doubleelimination bracket of the Championship.

All who do not qualify for the Championship bracket participates
in the consolation National Classic, a Modified Double
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14u = Jr. Girls

There will be a maximm of six (6) and a minimum of five (5)
teams in each pool with every team advancing to a single
elimination bracket. Teams will be seeded by the way they finish
in their respective pools. Circumstances may require
adjustments to the prescribed format. TiNational Chair shall
make the final decision on any adjustment.

GAME FORMAT: The 10u division plays 7 minute quarters, 11u, 12u and 13u
divisions play 16 minute halves, 14u, 15u and Junior divisions play
18 minute halves with a-Binute halftime intermission. No game
will start before its scheduled time. There will be a minimura 10
minute warmup between games. A forfeit shall be declared if a
team fails to appear with at least five (5) eligible players at game
time.

No logos, decorations,
trim, commemorative patches, lettering or numbering may
be used a the undershirt. An illegal undershirt may not be
worn.
